Just as he was about to begin yet another 
crossing, this time pushing a 
wheelbarrow, he turned to the crowd and 
shouted "Who believes that I can cross 
pushing this wheelbarrow?"  

Every hand in the crowd went up. Blondin 
pointed at one man.

"Do you believe that I can do it?" he 
asked.
"Yes, I believe you can," said the man.
"Are you certain?" said Blondin
"Yes," said the man.
"Absolutely certain?"
"Yes, absolutely certain."
"Thank you," said Blondin, "then, sir, get 
into the wheelbarrow."

Like that man in the crowd, you are sure 
about a lot of things. But also, like that 
man, there will be times in your life when 
being sure wonÕt be as important as rising 
to the challenge. When that happens 
youÕll have to decide whether or not to get 
into the wheelbarrow. 

Overcoming fear is often no more than 
having faith in yourself. That is what a 
good education does for you. You learn to 
try, you learn to overcome difficulties and 
you learn that one success leads to 
another. Each time you enjoy that 
success, you are able to be proud of 
yourself. Make this year the one when you 
will feel proud of how you have faced the 
challenges of new work and achieved 
success. Swallow your fears and get in 
that wheelbarrow!
